CITY OF SHULLSBURG
COMMON COUNICL MEETTING

JULY 7, 2010

6:30 P.M.

A regular meeting of the Common Council of the City of Shullsburg was held July 7, 2010 in the Community Room of the Shullsburg Community Townsend Center, 190 N. Judgement Street, Shullsburg, Wisconsin.  Mayor Tom Lethlean called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Roll Call- Darrell Morrissey, Carl Ballard, Dan Spillane, Jim Paquette- All present.   Others present:  Carol Korn, Tom Gunnell, Richard Reyna, Dick Allendorf, Wayne Gehrt, Derk Hoesly and Carol Korn. 

Motion by Ballard second by Paquette to approve the minutes for the June 16 regular meeting, June 18 special meeting and June 29 special meeting.  All aye, motion carried. 

Motion by Paquette second by Spillane to go to number 11 and 12 and then back to number 4 on the agenda.  All aye, motion carried. 

A brief discussion was held regarding a permit to discharge fireworks submitted by the Shullsburg Fourth of July Committee. Carol Korn explained that the July 4th fireworks were cancelled by the Pyrotechnican.  The Fourth of July Committee is requesting the City grant a permit to discharge the fireworks on July 31st.  The same company and procedures would be used that were previously approved.  Motion by Ballard second by Paquette to reissue the permit to discharge fireworks to the Shullsburg Fourth of July Committee for July 31 and August 1.  All aye, motion carried. 

A brief discussion was held regarding an application for a Temporary Class “B” beer license submitted by the Shullsburg Fourth of July Committee.  The plan is to have a beer tent available the same weekend that the fireworks are rescheduled.  The committee is also planning a kickball tournament or a little league tournament for the same weekend.  Ald Spillane relayed a complaint from a bar owner, stating that the beer tent took away the business at the bar.  Korn stated that the beer tent was open the same hours as it has been in the past which is the same hours that the bars have.  Korn also stated that there was no alochol was sold after hours and that their sales were also down.  Ald Spillane advised the bar owner to contact the Fourth of July Committee and inquired about delaying a decision until this matter is resolved.  Mayor Lethlean feels that they should move forward and not change anything at this time.  Motion by Morrissey second by Spillane to approve a temporary beer license beginning July 30 and ending August 2, 2010.  All aye, motion carried. 

A brief discussion was held regarding whether or not the Shelter houses were rented.  Einsweiler stated that both shelters are rented on July 31st.   Lethlean will get the contact information of the individuals that are renting the shelter house.  The Fourth of July Committee will see if they can come up with an alternative locations at their meeting later tonight. 
 Committee Reports:  Ald Morrissey reported that he had a quote for the park survey.  This quote included three options.  This will be addressed at a future meeting.  Ald Spillane stated that he had spoke with Tom Gille and there are survey stakes on his property.  

Ald Morrissey also reported that Janelle Jackson, Pool Manager, would like to have a water volleyball tournament.  The council does not have a problem with this.  

Motion by Spillane second by Ballard to approve the bills for the general, water, sewer, electric, pool, museum and library funds.  All aye, motion carried. 

Regarding the bid from P.A. McGuire for the Shullsburg Community Townsend Center, the insurance company will contact P.A. McGuire for a itemized bid.  Therefore no action was taken regarding this matter.  

Bids for the hail storm repairs were reviewed.  Bids were received from only one contractor, Bussan & Allendorf Construction for the following locations:  Well #3- $3,202, Well #4- $1,021, Waste Water Treatment Plant- $2,161, Salt Shed- $7,450 and City Garage- $27,123.  Einsweiler stated that she had spoke with the insurance adjuster and the bids for Well #3 and Well #4 were approved.  Bids for the salt shed and Waste Water Treatment Plant were not approved by the insurance adjuster.  The insurance adjuster will contact the contractor to see if they can come to an amount that is satisfactory for both parties.  Motion by Morrissey second by Spillane to approve the bids for Well #3 and Well #4.  All aye, motion carried.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Ballard second by Paquette to approve the bids for the repairs at the waste water treatment plant and the salt shed pending approval of the insurance company. All Aye, motion carried.  No action was taken regarding the bid for the city garage roof repair. Allendorf was informed that the city is currently looking into the option of constructing a new garage instead of making the repairs to the current facility. 
Dickinson has reviewed the request and stated that there was an extra $500 in excavation.  The Water Utility portion is $7,700, the city‘s portion is $95,190.18.  Motion by Ballard second by Paquette to approve the pay request as submitted by R & K and Sons Construction.  All aye, motion carried. 

Motion by Ballard second by Spillane to approve the operator license for Frankie Hale, Gary Farrey, Monica Goebel and Nicole Niedert pending satisfactory background checks and verification of completion of the beverage training course.  All aye, motion carried. 

 A discussion was held regarding the creation of TIF #7.  Mayor Lethlean stated that there may be opportunities in the near future that are going to require that a TIF district be created.  Mayor Lethlean also stated that we need to proceed very rapidly due to the TIF District deadline of September 30, 2010.  Mayor Lethlean stated that he is waiting for a response from Delta 3 Engineering regarding the survey of the proposed TIF District.  
Motion by Morrissey second by Ballard to approve a contract with Sustainable Services LLC for the creation of TIF District #7.  All aye, motion carried. 
Future Agenda Items- Badger Park Survey

Clerk/Treasurers Report-Einsweiler inquired about a replacement attendant for September 4 for the burning grounds.  Ald Ballard will find a replacement. 

Public Comment- 1.  Ald Ballard inquired about whether or not the grass had been cut on the properties that were sent notices.  Chief Moyer has informed the mayor that the mayor and council should not instruct someone to cut these property owners grass as he has sent notices out giving the property a time frame for the grass to be cut by a certain date.  2.  Ald Paquette inquired about whether or not we were doing anything about getting the properties cleaned up.  3.  Ald Morrissey reported that himself, Steve Leitzinger, Chief Moyer met to discuss the building permit process.  They will meet with Mayor Lethlean when he returns from vacation.  4.  Ald Ballard stated that he will have information regarding fabricating the rollers for the solar covers at the next park committee meeting.  5.  Wayne Gehrt stated that he feels the property on at the intersection of Judgement Street and Estey Street be made to come into compliance with the city ordinance regarding the fence that was constructed within the vision triangle.  6.  Wayne Gehrt inquired about why it is required to the have the proposed TIF District surveyed.  Mayor Lethlean will check with Gary Peterson, but his understanding is that if there is a parcel that needs to be split then a survey is required.  7.  Richard Reyna inquired about if there would be a public notice for grass clippings in the streets.  A notice will be included with the utility bills.   
At 7:45 p.m. a motion was made by Paquette second by Ballard to adjourn.  All aye, motion carried.
