CITY OF SHULLSBURG
COMMON COUNCIL MEETING

JULY 21, 2010

6:30 P.M.

A regular meeting of the Common Council of the City of Shullsburg was held at 6:30 p.m. July 21, 2010 in the Community Room of the Shullsburg Community Townsend Center, 190 N. Judgement Street, Shullsburg, Wisconsin.  Mayor Tom Lethlean called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Roll Call- Darrell Morrissey, Carl Ballard, Jim Paquette, Dan Spillane.  All present.  Others present:  Richard Reyna. 

Motion by Paquette second Ballard to approve the minutes of the July 7, 2010.  All aye, motion carried.  

Committee Reports:  Ald Morrissey reported the following regarding the Park:  1.  A new walking program will be offered at the pool.  2.  Discussed a park survey.  3. Vandalism at the pool.  4.  Morrissey discussed with the park director problems at the park.  
Ald Ballard reported the following regarding the Police Committee1.  Discussed discontinuance of a public right of way.  2.  Chief Moyer found a used speed board that will be purchased using funds that were donated. 
Ald Spillane reported that the street committee is in the process of looking for property for a new city garage.  
Ald Paquette reported the following regarding a Utility Committee meeting: 1.  Temporary electric service has been installed at the Creamery’s new facility site.  2.  George Morrissey has spoke with the land owners about easements that will be required for the second circuit at the substation.  3.  An explanation of the Power Cost Adjustment Clause was given.  4.  Approved Verne Jackson attendance at the WWOA Conference. 5.  Getting a second bid for painting at the WWTP. 
Motion by Paquette second by Morrissey to approve the bills for the general, water, sewer, electric, pool, museum and library funds.  All aye, motion carried. 

A brief discussion was held regarding a survey of the park.  Ald Morrissey reported that someone is donating the funds for the survey.  Motion by Morrissey second by Paquette to move forward with the park survey.  All aye, motion carried. 
A brief discussion was held regarding the July 31st Celebration.  Mayor Lethlean reported the following: 1.  A beer tent will be set up in the circle.  Stakes will be driven into the blacktop but the Fourth of July Committee will repair the holes.  2.  The Fourth of July Committee will watch the Veterans Memorial so that no damage is caused to it.  3.  Both shelter houses are rented July 31st.  Mayor Lethlean sent letters to parties and asked them to restrict the alcohol to the shelter houses.  4.  Ball teams have been requested not to have alcohol carry-ins.    
Wayne Gehrt arrived. 
Motion by Ballard second by Paquette to approve temporary operator license for the period beginning July 30, 2010 and ending August 2, 2010 for the following individuals:  Robert McCrary, Ronald E Ubersox, John D Ubersox, David J Weiskircher, Anthony Anderson, Robert L Woodworth, Randall N Ubersox and Paul E Ranum.  All aye, motion carried. 
Motion by Ballard second by Paquette to approve the operator license for Sarah Lancaster and Terri Jo Bennett pending a successful background check.  All aye, motion carried. 

Motion by Morrissey second by Paquette to set the part-time office wage to $9.00.  All aye, motion carried. 

Mayor Tom Lethlean gave an update on the proposed TIF #7 District and an extension of TIF #3.  Lethlean stated that he had meet with Gary Peterson, Sustainable Services, LLC.  New laws have been established for distressed TIF districts.  TIF District #3 may qualify for an extension of time. Peterson will contact the Department of Revenue to get more information and report back to the mayor.  Regarding TIF District #7, the council needs to decide if they want to create an Industrial TIF District or a Mixed Use TIF District and the boundaries also need to be identified.  A special meeting will be held Monday, July 26 at 5:30 p.m.  
Mayor Lethlean also stated that there was a meeting with Swiss Valley and asked the clerk to explain how the meeting with Swiss Valley came about.  Einsweiler stated that Ken Harwood asked that the following individuals attend the meeting with Swiss Valley:  WWTP Operator-Verne Jackson, City Clerk- Marsha Einsweiler and Mayor Tom Lethlean.  Mayor Lethlean invited Steve Staver, Water Operator to attend the meeting also.  Mayor Lethlean explained that upon entering this meeting, Ken Harwood stated that everything that is in the meeting is confidential.  Therefore, Mayor Lethlean is not at liberty to devolve any information from that meeting until Swiss Valley releases that information to the press which was originally scheduled for July 15 but now has been rescheduled for July 30
A brief discussion was held regarding Section 17.15 (6) of the City of Shullsburg Municipal Code- Definitions- Dwelling Design & Construction.  17.15 (6) reads as follows:  “Shall have roofing material of a type customarily found on conventionally constructed dwellings including wood shakes, or shingles, asphalt composition shingles, fiberglass composition shingles, but not corrugated metal or corrugated fiberglass.” Given the fact that the all of the roofs at the park are metal roofs and there are several residential metal roofs, this section of the ordinance needs to be revised.  This matter will be referred to the Plan Commission for recommendations.   
Motion by Paquette second by Ballard to approve Michael Shannon as the agent for Hanlers LLC.  All aye, motion carried. 
No pay request was received from Strand Associates therefore no action was taken. 

A discussion was held regarding building permit recommendations from a citizens group.  The recommendations include:  1.  Keeping the permits fees at $25 residential and $35 business.  2.  Penalties for non compliance of property owner up to $300 and penalties for non compliance of contractors up to $500.   This matter has been referred to the Plan Commission for their review. 

Future Agenda Items- 1.  Estimate from P. A. McGuire for Townsend Center roof repairs.  2.  City Garage construction.  3.  Townsend Center Landscaping Bid.
Clerk’s Report: The June check register and the June treasurer’s report was included in the agenda packets.  Einsweiler asked the council to sign the file copies. 


Public Comment:  1.  Wayne Gehrt inquired about how to get something on the Plan Commission agenda.  The clerk stated that a written request needs to be filed with her.  2.  Mayor Lethlean stated that he wanted the Town Board to be aware of the request from Swiss Valley, therefore he took the letter from Swiss Valley requesting their property be annexed into the city to Albert Gensler, Board Supervisor for the Town of Shullsburg.  Mayor Lethlean also reported that Albert Gensler informed him that there is a water run off property in that area that has been requested to be annexed. 

At7:30 p.m. a motion was made by Morrissey second by Ballard to adjourn.  All aye, motion carried.
