COMMON COUNCIL MEETING

OCTOBER 7, 2010

6:00 P.M.

A regular meeting of the Common Council of the City of Shullsburg was held at 6:00 p.m. October 7, 2010 in the Community Room of the Shullsburg Community Townsend Center, 190 N. Judgement Street, Shullsburg, Wisconsin.  Mayor Lethlean called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Notice of the meeting was posted and given to the official newspaper.  Others present:  Ellie Landau, Becky Mootz, George Morrissey, Lisa Diedrich and Joe Diedrich.  Roll Call- Darrell Morrissey, Carl Ballard, Dan Spillane, Jim Paquette- All present.  


Motion by Paquette second by Morrissey to approve the minutes of the September 30, 2010 meeting with the corrections.  All aye, motion carried.

Committee Reports: None 


Motion by Ballard second by Spillane to approve the bills for the general, water, sewer, electric, library, pool, museum and TIF funds.  All aye, motion carried. 


A discussion was held regarding the second phase of the electrical service at the new industrial park.  The two bids were received for the installation:  Michaels Power-$33,640, Intercon- $24,700 for the installation.  Material costs are $60,000 and Alliant’s cost for the substation work is $5,000.  Motion by Paquette second by Spillane to continue with phase two at a cost of $90,000.  All aye, motion carried.   


A discussion was held regarding the removal of the tennis court. The removal of the tennis court was also discussed at the September 30 special meeting at which time the council did not feel that the public had been informed of the possibility of the tennis court being removed.  Therefore it was decided that flyers would be posted to inform the public that the council would be addressing the removal of the tennis court at tonight’s meeting.  The surface of the tennis courts was removed several years ago making the courts not feasible for playing tennis.  Four residents were present to voice their opinions regarding the tennis court.  The following comments were made:  1. Tennis court was used quite often before it was neglected.  2.  A multi purpose structure would be of more benefit to the park.  3.  If it was converted to a parking area it would not be accessible. 4.  Suggested the possibility of implementing a youth tennis program.  All of the residents present were not in favor is the tennis court being removed.  Ald Spillane explained that the plan was to use the fill from the industrial park to fill in and grass over tennis court.  The ground would be excavated so that 75% of the tennis court area is left level to accommodate possible future construction.  Ald Spillane also stated that the city council has to look at the costs and whether or not it is a good financial decision to keep it.  Ald Morrissey stated that this has been on the agenda several times since he had been on the council and no public has been at the meetings.  Ald Paquette stated that he felt that all of the council members would vote to keep the tennis court if it wasn’t for money.  Ald Paquette also stated there are other issues at the park with the pool.  Originally the city was informed that they would not need any major repairs with regards to compliance with the Virginia Graeme Baker Act.  Recently the city was informed that the Department of Commerce had changed the rules regarding gravity drain pools.  Therefore the city has unexpected costs of $4,600 to bring the big pool into compliance with the Virginia Graeme Baker Act.  The city council has not yet approved the upgrades to the baby pool which are estimated at $21,000.  Ald Morrissey stated the last estimates that were received for resurfacing the tennis court were from Midwest Sealcoat at $8,000 and Iverson Construction for removal of the asphalt and resurfacing at a cost of $20,997.  Ald Ballard stated that he would like to see if stay but it comes down to money.  Motion by Morrissey second by Paquette to move forward with the plan of removing the court and placing dirt in over the rock wall but keeping a 75% open for future use.  Roll Call- Ballard- No, Spillane- No, Morrissey- Yes, Paquette-Yes- On a tie vote Mayor Lethlean voted yes.  Motion carried.  

Don Dickinson arrived. Al Fladhammer arrived. 

Future Agenda Items: 1. Grass around the Gehrt Pavilion. 2.  Townsend Center Roof.  

Clerk’s Report:  The September check register was included in the agenda packets.  The Clerk asked the council to sign the file copy. 


Public Comment: Mayor Lethlean stated that he had the contract from Badger Swimpools Inc. and the work will begin on October 18th.  

At 6:47 p.m. a motion was made by Ballard second by Spillane to convene into closed session.  Roll Call- Morrissey, Ballard, Paquette, Spillane, Lethlean.  All aye, motion carried.  The pursuant to Wis. Stats. 19.85 (1)(c) the purpose of the closed session was for union contract negotiations.  

Einsweiler, City Clerk/Treasurer left the meeting.  In the absence of the clerk the minutes were taken by Ald Darrell Morrissey.  


At 8:10 p.m. a motion was made by Spillane second by Ballard to reconvene into open session.  Roll Call- Lethlean, Morrissey, Ballard, Spillane, Paquette.  All aye, motion carried.  

No further discussion or action was taken in open session. 


At 8:10 p.m. a motion was made by Ballard second by Paquette to adjourn.  All aye, motion carried.
